Welcome to the 2006 National Bike Summit!
 
Thank you, on behalf of the staff, board, and members of the League of American 
Bicyclists for taking time out of your busy life to spend three days with us in the 
nation�s capital. 
 
There is little doubt that we are making a difference in Washington, D.C. 
As you know, last August the president signed into law the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, 
Ef� cient Transportation Equity Act�a Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), and it contains 
at least $4.5 billion to improve conditions for bicyclists at the state and local level. 
You helped make that possible�and now we must all work together to make what is 
possible actually happen.
 
This is important because there is no guarantee that all of the $4.5 billion 
will actually go to good bicycling projects and programs. Funds may be siphoned off to 
other purposes, or spent on poorly designed projects. Equally, there�s no reason why we 
shouldn�t expect much more of the $270 billion in the federal transportation program to 
improve the safety, comfort and convenience of cyclists. 
 
The program for this year�s Summit is designed to ensure that this money creates 
more bicycle friendly communities. During the course of the next three days, 
you�ll learn more about some exemplary U.S. communities�and some that are just 
getting started. You�ll discover the intricacies of safety funding programs and how they 
can be applied in your community. And together we�ll explore how we can maximize the 
impact of SAFETEA-LU and start getting ready for the next transportation bill! 
 
We are deeply grateful once again to the Bikes Belong Coalition for their outstanding 
� nancial support of the National Bike Summit. We are so fortunate to have 
leaders in the bike industry (including Interbike and the National Bicycle 
Dealers Association) who understand the importance of advocacy and having a strong 
voice in Washington.
