
»» Adopt standards for bike parking that conform to APBP 
guidelines.

»» Increase the amount of high quality bicycle parking 
throughout the community. 

»» Adopt a formal Complete Streets policy and offer 
implementation guidance.

»» Continue to expand the on street bike network and to increase 
network connectivity. Turn shoulders into proper bike lanes, 
calm traffic speeds and turn neighborhood roads into bicycle 
boulevards. Ensure smooth transitions for bicyclists between the 
local and regional trail network, and the street network. 

»» Offer bicycle commuter classes.

»» Encourage a greater variety of local businesses to promote 
cycling to their employees and customers.

»» Host an annual bike commuter challenge.

»» Promote cycling throughout the year by offering or 
supporting short (2-8 mile), family-oriented community or social 
rides.

»» Ask police officers to target both motorist and cyclist 
infractions to ensure that laws are being followed by all road 
users.   

»» Update your bike plan. The overarching goal should be to 
encourage residents to bike more often for recreation and 
transportation.
